Procedures for Quality Control of Shaped Refractory Materials-Requirements:

The written procedures for the quality control of the shaped refractories (Bricks) should be on the base of the
harmonized European Norm EN 993: Methods of test for dense shaped refractory products.

1, Quality Control of incoming raw materi n itives

The quality controls implemented for the incoming raw materials are:

- Measurement of their granulometries.

- Measurement of loose bulk density of the light weight raw materials.

- Determination of the moisture content.

- Chemical analysis.

Samples of the incoming raw materials are sent to external, independence laboratories (DIFK) for their chemical
analysis according to EN ISO 12677 (X.R.F. method).

2, Ouali ntrol of semi-finished bri

During the bricks production, the following parameters should be
checked:

- Granulometric synthesis of the brick’s batches

- Moisture content

- Green bulk density

- Dimensions, Taper, Warpage of the “green” bricks

3, Quality Control of finished bricks
The brick’s properties that are checked after firing are the followings:

- Apparent density

- Apparent porosity

- Cold crushing strength
- Abrasion resistance

Apparent density and apparent porosity are measured according to the internal instructions based on the EN 993-
1: Methods of test for dense shaped refractory products. Part 1: Determination of bulk density, apparent porosity
and true porosity.

Cold crushing strength is determined according to the EN 993-5: Methods of test for dense shaped refractory
products. Part 5: Determination of cold crushing strength.

Abrasion resistance is determined according ASTM C 704.

The dimensions, the taper and the warpage of the finished bricks are under control as tolerances have to be
according to the requirements of the customer.

The statistical control of bricks for each LOT (set) is implemented according to ISO 5022-1979

For the inspection of the brick’s external appearance (like cracks, marks, faults) and their dimensions ,taking into
consideration the number N of the bricks in each LOT and the AQL, the number of the samples for each inspection
(visual or dimensions) is defined from the Table 1.

GUIDELINES
for preparation of the documents

I. Preparation of the documents for participation in the procedure

The Partcipants’ offer consists of the following documents:

1. European Single Procurement Document (ESPD) prepared according to APP
template that can be downloaded from the Agency for Public Procurements site containing the
following information:

1.1.  Grounds for removal

When submitting an offer, the participant declares the presence or absence of grounds
for removal in Part 111: "Grounds for exclusion”, sections A, B and C in ESPD under Art. 54
para. 1 and Art. 55 para. 1 p.1 of the PPA.

1.2.  Other grounds for exclusion provided for under the national law of the
contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State:

> When submitting an offer, the participant declares by filling in Part 111 "Grounds
for exclusion”, section D "Other grounds for exclusion, which may be provided for in the
national law of the contracting authority or the contracting entity of a Member State", the
presence or absence of the grounds for removal in ESPD, on the following three points provided
for in the national law:

> Requirements under Art. 54, para. 1, item 1 of the Public Procurement Act: The
Contracting entity shall remove from participation in the procedure the Participant when:

- he has been convicted by a judgment which has entered into force, unless he is
rehabilitated, for a crime under Art. 172, Art. 192a, Art. 194-217, Art. 219-252 and Art. 352 -

The participant shall have completed activities with subject matter and volume identical or
*similar to the subject matter of the public procurement in the last three years.

1.3.3. The participant shall apply a quality control system according to 1SO 9001
standard or equivalent one or any other equivalent quality assurance measures with a scope
*similar to the subject matter of the order.

Compliance with the selection criteria shall be declared in ESPD (Part 1V: Selection
criteria, D: QUALITY ASSURANCE SCHEMES AND ENVIRONMENTAL
MANAGEMENT STANDARDS, with an indication of the date of validity, the number and
authority issuing the certificate) and the participant designated as contractor shall, upon
conclusion of the contract, provide proof of compliance as follows:

Minimum eligibility requirements:
The participant must offer products certified by accredited quality control bodies to verify
compliance with the specified specifications or standards.

The Contracting authority may require at any time the submission of the above mentioned
proof for the information referred to in ESPD when it is necessary for the lawful conduct of
the procedure.

I11. Requirements for preparation of the offer

1. The offer and all documents that are part of it shall be submitted in electronic format
(PDF) signed by a person with representative functions and stamp. When the documents are
photocopies they shall be certified with a "true to original™ signature, signature of the person
representing the participant and a stamp.

2. The documents and data in the offer shall be signed only by persons with
representative functions or persons authorized for this purpose, who shall be required to submit
a power of attorney for performing such functions.

3. All documents related to the offer shall be in Bulgarian or accompanied with a
translation into Bulgarian.

4. No entries between rows, deletions or corrections are allowed in the offer and
attached documents unless they are endorsed with the signature of the person representing the
participant and a stamp.

5. All documents shall have a date of issue prior to their submission or be within their
validity, when one is explicitly recorded in them (except for the evidence of the supplies
rendered).



IVV. Submitting and reviewing of the offer

1. The offer is submitted electronically to the Negometrix electronic platform to the
address indicated in the notice.

2. The communication between the Contracting Entity and the Participant /

3. The participant is obliged to ensure that the offer is received electronically within
the specified time.

4. The risk of delay or loss of an offer is taken by the participant.

5. The Contracting entity shall not undertake to assist in submitting the offer within
the time limit set by it.

6. The Contracting entity shall not review offers submitted after the expiry of the
deadline for receipt.

7. A committee appointed by a Manager’s order shall review and evaluate the offer
under the procedure of Art. 181, para.2 of PPL in connection with Art.61 of RIPPA. Firstly,
the participants' technical and price proposals are reviewed and evaluated and after that the
documents for complience with the selection criteria are considered.

8. All unsettled issues shall be governed by the provisions of the Public Procurement
Act and its Implementing Rules.
