Similar means deliveries of steel balls with technical parameters as per item 2.1. of the present
specification, for drum - ball mills for wet limestone grinding. The volume of the deliveries to be
similar to the steel balls quantity specified by the contracting authority in item 4 of the present
technical specification.

» Technical Specification of the balls which will be delivered issued by the manufacturer containing
minimum the following data: manufacturer and country of origin, terms of delivery, type of steel
from which the balls are made from, chemical composition, volumetric and surface hardness,

» Specification of the packages in which the balls will be delivered containing minimum the

The warehouse working time for suppliers is every working day, from Monday to Friday, from 8:30
a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

The suppliers must adhere to the following rules upon delivery of goods:

Upon delivery, the supplier shall submit at the plant’s entrance gate a copy of a Purchase order or any
other documents certifying that the goods are supplied under a contract or order of AES-3C Maritza
East 1 EOOD. The security guard at the gate will provide a temporary pass.

Drivers of vehicles on the territory of the plant must drive, stop and park in such a way that they do
not obstruct the movement of the other vehicles (fire truck, ambulance, company cars) or people.

The vehicles and their drivers must meet the legal requirements for transport of dangerous goods and
any other applicable freight transport regulations.

Drivers of vehicles must be equipped with personal protective equipment (PPE) which is mandatory
on the territory of the plant: helmets, safety shoes, safety glasses, suitable work clothing as well as any
additional PPE as required in the MSDS (material safety data sheet) of the transported goods.

Bringing in alcohol, drugs or any other psychotropic substances as well as access of persons who have
used such substances to the site of the power plant is absolutely forbidden.
Bringing in firearms, gas weapon, blank weapon and explosive materials is absolutely forbidden.

7. WRAPPING, PACKING AND ARRANGEMENT

The packing shall be in sacks type “Big bag” equipped with hanging belts, cover with top-side tie,
outlet spout for easy unloading on the down side and weight within the range 0,9 — 1,1 tons.
The “Big bag” sacks must be tested according to ISO 21898 or equivalent.

The bearing capacity of the bags shall be at least 1.25 times the net weight of the load and to be
manufactured in such a way as to prevent the tearing of the belts and (or) distortion of the integrity of
the sacks during transportation and unloading, irrespective of the ways for tacking on to the unloading
(transport) equipment — the most common forklift. Where there are discrepancies with the bearing
capacity and manufacturing requirements of packaging (sacks) leading to cases of sack rupture during
loading/unloading and transport operations, the contracting authority shall have the right to reject or
suspend future deliveries for reasons related to the safety of the O&M staff involved in the process of
loading the drum - ball mills with balls.

In case that the delivery
is not provided with all necessary documents and certificates or there are evident non-conformities in
the respective delivery order, the delivery will not be accepted.

For each delivery of steel balls, the contracting authority has the right to perform non-destructive and
destructive testing of the integrity, hardness and chemical composition of the balls in licensed
laboratory in any package. If there are discrepancies of more than 0.1% of the quantity checked against
this technical task, the delivered goods will be returned at the expense of the supplier.

During control of the "appearance" parameter (broken/balls halved upon delivery), in case there are
halved balls, their exact percentage is determined by measuring and calculating the percentage for each
square meter and the results are averaged. If there are more than 1% broken balls, the result is
considered negative (non-compliant) and the delivered goods will be returned at the expense of the
supplier.

During control of the "appearance" parameter(surface cracks, grooves, missing parts of the ball, marks,
geometric standard deviation/ovality etc.) and “Size” parameter, the percentage of the defective balls
is determined by measuring and calculating the percentage for each square meter and the results are
averaged. If there is a tolerance of more than 2% in 1m2 (1 square meter), the result is considered
negative (non-compliant) and the delivered goods will be returned at the expense of the supplier.
