l. Subject of the Agreement

1.This agreement establishes the requirements,
rights and obligations of the parties to ensure health
and safety at work of their workers and to protect the
life and health of others who are in the area of their
activities on the territory of the Contracting Entity.

Il. General requirements

activities subject to prior written permission by the
Contracting Entity after special instruction of the
Contractor's employees

3.Movement of workers on site shall take place
along designated routes, care being taken of any
uneven surfaces, open shafts, moving vehicles and
other marked or unmarked dangers threatening life
and health.

4. If an activity is performed by employees of the
Contracting Entity and of the Contractor in a single
room and/or at two levels, the persons mentioned in
Article 1 hereof shall take measures to ensure their
mutual safety
